The 1954 Hudson Italia

The Hudson ltalia was all about creating a Halo Effect
(that Top-of-the-Line-Incredible-Design) car that would
draw customers back into Hudson Show rooms: Hudson
sales had fallen in half from 1950 to 1953. Hudson
attempted to rekindle sales by introducing a compact, the

= Twenty six ltalias were built, most likely in order to qualify

Jet, in 1953, but Nash’s Rambler compact outsold the Jet
2%210 one.

The goal of the Italia project was to create a fast, sporty
car (don'’t forget about the movie Cars from 2006 —Hudson
has some fast cars at this time). Hudson didn’t have the
capital to pour into a concept car, so the prototype of the
car was built in Milan, where labor costs and overhead
were low.

The Hudson triangle emblem was captured in the front
bumper/grill. The Italia had a wrap-around windshield,
functional air scoops: a set above the headlights that
directed air to the front brake drums, and a set at the
leading edge of the rear fenders that directed air to the
rear drums. The doors were cut deeply into the roof (for
easier access), and there were highly stylized ‘organ pipe’
rear-end lights housing tail, stop, and reverse lights.

Inside: The car had flow-through ventilation: air entered at
the cowl, then exited above the rear window. The dash
was non-reflective; it had anatomical seats with a reclining
backrests that were composed of two sections: one for the
shoulders, one for the lower back; they were upholstered
in red and white leather. The car had seatbelts in 1953!

r the Carrera Panamericana Race, the race that began

1950, commemorating the completion of the
Panamerican Hwy. Hudson had lofty ambitions, because
the three categories (regular, large and small sports car) in
the 1952 Pan-am race had been claimed by Mercedes
Benz, Lancia , and Porche, respectfully.

Alas, in '54 Hudson merged with Nash, whose sights
were also set to take over the recently merged
Studebaker/Packard. The ltalia never had the chance for
a long-lived Halo Effect for Hudson.
