     A Small Piece of History Fuels a Life Time Of Interest.... 
 
     I believe that I come by my interest in cars honestly.  My first 
memory of a family vehicle was at about 3-4 years old.  It was a 
coral and white 1956 Ford Victoria.  I remember that it seemed 
HUGE to me and the back seat had enough space to contain me, 
my two brothers and a couple of aged hounds that we had 
inherited from my grandfather when he grew too old to care for 
them.  As I recall we played fetch with the dogs in the back seat 
of that car on the way to the store, the farm, my grandmotherôs 
and to church on Sundays.   
     My parents were the first generation of each of their families 
that were not raising their children on a farm, so since they were 
new to "town living" we often did things as if we still lived in the 
country (like take the dogs to church on Sunday and leave them 
in the car with the windows half rolled down). 

          Our next family car was a 1963 Ford Galaxie.  I was old 
enough to be excited about a new car.  I remember going to the 
Ford house (they called dealerships "houses" in those days) and 
picking up the new Norge-white, 4-door with 3-on-the-tree and 
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power nothing, beauty.    I crawled over every inch of that car and 
marveled at the shiny knobs and dealer-added, under-the-dash 
AC.  I am relatively sure that car molded my affinity that I have to 
this day for 4-door white boats.   
     My mother soon grew weary of my excitement and ordered me 
to "get in the back and stand there till I tell you to move."  Yes, 
"stand" was the word she used and stand I did for the next 
several years as the Ford dutifully carried me to kindergarten, 
Weblos, and on Sunday afternoon drives to look at cotton, wheat, 
maize, or whatever crop happened to be in season.  On most of 
these trips I stood with the window partly rolled down, clinging to 
the edge of the glass with my head hanging out like a dog.      
     Today, my parents would be arrested for child endangerment 
and CPS would place me in a foster home where I would have a 
far less interesting life and probably have to start sitting in a car 
seat when traveling.  I am glad that did not happen.  I learned to 
drive in that Ford and tried to talk my dad into keeping it as my 
car when I got my license.  But being a practical man, he traded it 
for the next family car, a 1971 Pontiac Catalina.  I remember my 
mother had to practice in the driveway because she had never 
driven an automatic with power steering or power brakes and 

there was some debate as to whether she would ever master 
those skills.   
     Throughout all of these cars, my father dutifully performed all 
the maintenance and repair work on each of the cars we owned.  
It was always my job to hand him the correct tool when he asked 
for it.  I was not allowed to ask questions about what he was 
doing and I used to doubt that I was learning anything. 
     I could not have been more wrong.  I was amazed the first 
time I was on my own and my car died.  I knew exactly what to 
do.  Call my dad.  And that started a whole new dimension to our 
relationship.  Now I was allowed to ask questions AND I knew 
what tool to use to fix the problem when I got off the phone. 
     I could go on and on with car stories from my past.  How some 
things I loved, some things I was horrified by, and other things 
that are probably best left unsaid.  But, regardless of how I 
remember my history with cars, one thing is for certain:  I was 
blessed by each incident with fond memories and a passion that 
fuels my current and future automotive obsessions.
