     For the second part of our Planes, Trains and Automobiles 
activities theme, we will visit the Museum of the American Rail-
road at Fair Park.  
     The museum consists of the ONLY surviving Dallas depot, 
ten locomotives, including the Union Pacific ñBig Boyò Steam 
Locomotive ï the largest steam engine ever constructed ï and 
many assorted train cars, such as Pullman and dining cars.   
     All the trains are located outside and some are provided with 
staircases so you can walk inside.  The only indoor piece is the 
depot.  The depot was one of several scattered around the 
downtown area circa 1905 and was originally located on Eakin 
Street, near todayôs Farmerôs Market.  Eakin Street itself was 
demolished for the R.L. Thornton Freeway in the early 60s (then 
called I-20; now called I-30). 
Letõs meet at the museum on Saturday morning, 13 Febru-
ary, at 11:00 a.m.  The museum is located at 1105 Washington 
Street in Fair Park ï Gate #3 off Parry Avenue.  Admission is $5 
for adults.
