Now our projected in-
come and expenditures for 2010 are right on target and if 
things continue to go right, we should end 2010 with a small

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     Our Classic Chatter Newsletter has been transformed by 
the current editor into something that is not only slick, but en-
joyable to read with contributions coming from many different 
sources. We are also back on track with a calendar slated for 
2011.  Due to efforts made by our Advertising Coordinator,

     Honestly, I was a little worried about membership attrition 
due to the economy, but, as I write this report, we currently 
have 84 primary club members and 34 associate club mem-
bers giving us a total of 118 members for 2010.
